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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:     The building in question, with a rich history that spans over a century, has been relocated twice since its construction.      In the 1870s, the building was moved to the northwest corner of State and Second Streets. A single-story porch and brackets enhancing the earlier Greek Revival frieze were added to the storefront. At this new location, the building housed the Eddowes Drug Store from around 1870 to approximately 1907. Between 1887 and 1895, the Italianate porch over the public sidewalk was removed.
From 1908 to 1917, the first floor was occupied by E. Lencioni's Fruit & Confectionary, known as the Geneva Fruit Market. In 1926, M. A. Joshel moved the wood-framed building for a second time to the north end of its lot at State and Second Streets, facing east onto Second Street. Between 1927 and 1998, the building underwent several remodels, including adding a storefront cornice and enclosing the gable returns at the upper street-facing gable.
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
