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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The B. C. Yates House, also known as the McBriarity House or Edwin F. Jarvis House, was originally located on North Third Street (approximately 22 N. Third). It was constructed c1869 by Smith Hoad and was sold to Captain B C Yates for $4,000 in 1872. B. C. Yates, who died in 1890, served as Kane County Sheriff in 1848 and later as Chief of Police in Chicago. Following Yates, McBriarity also served as Kane County Sheriff. The house is also referred to as the Hoad House.

In 1931, the house was remodeled into a seven-room residence. The original site on Third Street had been proposed for an apartment building in 1927. 

It was moved by Oscar Wilson to Second Street between 1946 and 1962. Before 1945, the site is empty on Sanborn Fire Insurance maps. Oscar Wilson was a local contractor who did construction on many local properties, frequently with his brother August. His wife was involved with local groups such as the Geneva Lutheran Church Women.

The house continues to be a residential site. It contributes to the historic district due to its Italianate style and attribution to several Kane County Sheriffs and Wilson, a local builder.
