BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The James Herrington House was built in 1856. It is visible in historic
maps as early as the 1860 Geneva Detail of the Kane County Atlas.
The 1869 Birds Eye shows the house with three sections, reaching to
two stories at its highest point. The two story section was a front
gable, with a side gable 1 1/2 story section on the south side and a
small 1 story section to the rear of that. By 1891, the rear section
covered the full rear facade, with an additional small section to the
rear of that. The 1891 map shows a porch across the front facades of
the 2 and 1 1/2 story sections, while the 1897 map only has it
wrapping around the front and south of the 2 story sections, with the
1 1/2 story section's porch being enclosed. The 1923 Sanborn map
suggests a downsize in the 1 1/2 and 1 story sections. The footprint
today is generally consistent.

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The lot was sold to Joesph P Wilson in 1844, and James Herrington purchased it in 1855 for $1000 after it was owned by Nathaniel King, John Stephens, and William Conant. Herrington was the son of early settler James C Herrington, and served as a Kane County clerk and mayor. In 1863, the Herringtons sold the property to Larmon B Lane for $900. He sold it to Isaac Beebe, a vendor of stoves and tinware, two years later for $2,300. In 1888 George W Strong, a retired farmer, lived there, and the property was deeded to trustee W.A. Schwarz in 1904. 

In 1906 the property went to Orville and Mary Smith and then transferred to their son, Warren A Smith, in 1911. He retained the house with his wife through the 1940s. Mary F Jackson and her husband owned the house in 1947, and they deeded it to Jack H Rothsteen and Patsy J Rothsteen in 1961. Patsy Rothsteen later married Jason Wickwire and remained in the house through 1980, when a history of the site was published in the January 31st edition of the Geneva Republican.

The property contributes to the historic district for its connection to early town leaders, especially James Herrington, and for its Italianate style.
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
