BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The Wilson Brothers commenced work on this six-room cottage for
Ben Larson, located next to Joseph Emery’s house on Monday, April
23, 1906, as reported on April 25, 1906. Larson, a carpenter who had
worked for the Wilson Brothers for many years, also oversaw the
project. This cottage is a twin home, with its match located at 115
Ford Street, and it is noted as one of several sister houses in the
area.

The home's footprint on Sanborn Fire Insurance maps is relatively
consistent to today's footprint. Originally, the rear porch was open
across the entire facade, but that was partially enclosed sometime
between 1923 and 1930.

Larson remained at the address until his death at the age of 95 in
1962. Following his death, his daughter, Lillie Larson, remained at
the address through 1977, when there was an estate sale at the
property.

The property contributes to the historic district because of its status
as a twin home and its relation to longtime resident and builder, Ben
