	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Joseph H. Maybourne House was built between 1853 and 1855. Joseph H. Maybourne was born in England in 1821 and immigrated to the United States with his parents as a young boy. He lived and was educated in Jamestown, New York, before being admitted to the bar in 1844. In 1845, he moved to Chicago, where he established his law firm on Lake Street. He married Teresa Johnson in 1846 and relocated his law firm to Geneva in 1848, where it remained active until 1888. He was also involved in the Civil War and various political activities.

In 1893, Maybourne's two surviving daughters remodeled the home, with work done by Robert Long and his crew. Etta Maybourne, one of the daughters, served as secretary to Potter Palmer during the organization of the Columbian Exposition and managed the Women's Building there. The elaborate grounds of her father’s estate were refurbished in 1921. Etta passed away in 1936, and the property later became the property of F. E. Burgess. The July 4th, 1957 issue of the Geneva Republican discusses the history of the house and the Mayborne family.

At the time of the F. E. Burgess purchase, the site included lots 1, 2, 3, 8, 9, and 10 and cost $1981.64. The south half of the estate was sold in 1936. Oscar Wilson rebuilt and modernized the house before they moved in. Burgess was also involved in local politics and activities, as well as the Burgess Norton Manufacturing Company. The family remained until his death in 1983.

The property contributes to the historic district because of its Greek Revival style and association with the Burgess and Mayborne families.
