	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The property at 20 South Second Street has a rich history, beginning as the site of Thomas Middleton's tailor shop. 

In October 1924, the lot was purchased from A.E. McIntosh, and John A. Skoglund’s Garage was constructed by Wilson Brothers to accommodate two funeral cars and other equipment for Skoglund's undertaking and furniture businesses.  Originally, the Skoglund Furniture Store and Funeral Parlor operated on State Street, where the Strawflower Shop now stands. The garage was specifically designed to provide private space for the Skoglund's furniture delivery trucks and hearses. 

Additionally, a rear CMU addition was built after 1943, likely in the mid-1950s or early 1960s. 

In August of 1974, the property received a permit to be remodeled from a garage to an office for Donahue & Thornhill Surveyors. By 1981, the site was being used as the Masonic Temple for Geneva Masonic Lodge No. 139. The property continues to be used as office space.
