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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: 
The church was initially gathered in 1894 and officially organized in 1897. Between 1912 and 1923, the Howell barn, part of the Wilson property, was moved east on the lot onto land purchased by the church in 1910. A foundation for the barn was laid in 1910 and later completed by Fred Hillquist, as noted in the July 29, 1914, Geneva Republican. The basement was finished and used for services while the ground floor was completed by May 5, 1915.

The barn was then converted into the First Christian Science Church, which was dedicated in 1916. The cornerstone was laid in May 1916, as reported on May 24, 1916. An image of the proposed colonnade or portico was published on June 16, 1915.

The church was completed in 1917, with Fred Hillquist finishing the cement plaster, Fred Smith & Co. handling the plumbing, John Strom managing the electrical wiring, and N.P. Eck and Carl Nordquist responsible for the interior and exterior painting, respectively, as reported on November 21, 1917.

In 1950, an addition was added to the front of the church based on plans drawn by architect Albert H. Niemode of Downers Grove, with construction carried out by August Wilson & Son, as noted in the September 28, 1950, Geneva Republican.
