	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: Ground was broken for the Henry A. Joshel House on Thursday, April 20, 1916. The residence was to be constructed on the southwest corner of the Burton property on Second Street, as reported in the April 22, 1916, Geneva Republican. The property was wired by Sherman Huntley in July of that year. In its earliest appearance in Sanborn Fire Insurance maps, 1923, the property is visible as a 2-story veneered dwelling with a porch across the full front facade and a detached garage. By 1930, a rear stoop was also drawn.

Henry A. Joshel was a prominent coal and grain businessman, and also served as mayor of Geneva in the early 19th century. The Joshel family remained at the address until at least 1942. Other than the addition of the stoop, the property's footprint appeared the same from its original construction in 1945, the most recent Sanborn map.

In 1952, William Naylor received a permit for alterations to the property, listed as $4,500. William Naylor passed in the late 1950s, but Mrs Gretchen Naylor and Mrs Eldora C Naylor and their family lived at the property until 1988.

In 1988, the property was sold on the condition that the property was rezoned from R-3 to R-3 Special Use for the purpose of establishing a law office in the property. By 1997, the Kane County Bar Association inhabited the property.
