BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The Lead House, built in 1845, was torn down, and Mrs. Hattie Gould
purchased the interests of her late sister, Mrs. Priscilla Lead. She
planned to erect a new cottage on the property, as reported on
November 11, 1908, in the Geneva Republican. Excavation work for
the new cottage began on September 16, 1914, and by October 7,
1914, it was reported that the cottage would be enclosed that week.
She owned the house until her death in 1926. Additional known
residents are listed in local phonebooks and include Victor Furman
(1956), Claude Lindberg (1958-1962), Helen Antones (1966),
Charles and Clara Batchford (1966-1974). The property has always
been used as a residence.
