The Peter and Bessie Thelander House was built between 1899 and
1900. Peter Thelander, a carpenter by trade, worked in Michigan,
lllinois, and California. In 1903, Mr. and Mrs. Thelander planned to
leave for Los Angeles, California, on the 10th of that month (as noted
in the August 5, 1903, Geneva Representative).

Later that year, Frank and Charlotte Sandholm intended to move
from their farm on the east side to this house. However, Frank
passed away in late August 1903, and Charlotte delayed her move
due to poor auction sales (as reported on September 12, 1903, in the
Geneva Representative). The house was ultimately sold to Swan and
Lillian Berquist of Wasco on October 14, 1903. Notably, Swan's wife
was a daughter of Frank and Charlotte Sandholm. The Berquist
family is known to have remained through 1939.

Anna Rinquist lived at the house until her death in 1948.

In 1934, the family of John E Anderson lived at the address. They
remained through at least 1957.
