James Hotchkiss built the original home between 1852 and 1854. In
1855, he sold the property to Commodore J. R. Jarvis, whose family
arrived and officially purchased the house in September of that year
Jarvis was living there at the time of the 1867 Kane County
Gazetteer and passed away in 1869.

The house was remodeled between 1881 and 1884 and is said to
have been sold to Charles Abbott by widow Mary Jarvis for only
$925. Abbott was the pastor of the Congregational Church.

In 1892, the house was purchased by Mary Herrington, the widow of
Senator James Herrington who passed away in the home.

A permit was issued to Olive Hammond in 1952 for alterations to the dwelling worth about $12,500. She moved to the house sometime after 1942 and left sometime before 1970.

This history is documented on a plaque at the Geneva History Museum (1978). It contributes to the historic district because of its involvement with several early Geneva families.
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
