	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Freeburg Residence, constructed in 1891, is tied to the life of John Freeburg, a Swedish immigrant who arrived in the United States in 1882 and settled in Geneva, Illinois, in 1884. John worked at the Pope Glucose Factory until around 1896-1897.

In 1890, he married Mary Sander in Kane County, and together they had a daughter named Edith. For 35 years prior to his retirement, John was employed at Wheeler Screen Company. He passed away in 1939.

L VerVynck received a permit for repairs to the garage in 1959.

In 2005, Therapy to Go began advertising at the site, indicating a shift in use from residential to commercial.
