ADDITIONAL PROPERTY INFORMATION:

BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

Around 1915, John T. Peterson, a shoemaker, lived in a small home
at the corner of Sixth and James streets, situated on a large lot.
Peterson decided to build a more modern home, so he relocated his
house to North Sixth Street. He never constructed anything on the
James Street lot, which was eventually sold to Allen & Toomfer.

In the 1923 Sanborn Fire Insurance map, the property is visible as a
dwelling with two parts. In the rear is a rectangular, 1 story section,
and in the front is a wider, square, two part section. A porch extends
across the full front facade. By 1930, a detached garage was also
built on the lot.

In 1937, William R Heine and Agnes Holdorf Heine married and
moved into the house. By 1960, Deb Beauty Salon functioned out of
the address, indicating a shift in use from residential to commercial.
