BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

Surveyor records say the property was constructed in 1905. The lot
first appears on the 1912 Sanborn Fire Insurance map, where the
property already exists. It is a two story residence with a porch
across the front facade. In the 1930 map, a small porch is added to
the North portion of the rear of the building. The porch was enclosed
sometime after the 1945 map was published.

The original owner is unknown. Edith Seastrom is listed in local
phone books as the primary resident from 1956 to 1958. By 1962,
primary residency had shifted to John S Neilsen, and by 1973,
Eugene Young was the primary resident. No other history is known
at this time.
