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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The property is part of the John M. Stillwell Subdivision, located west of Sixth Street between State Street and Stevens Street. Olaf and Christina Pierson purchased Lots 8, 9, and 10 around 1895 and built the house now addressed as 128 N. Sixth Street. Two of their children, Oscar (1903-1988) and Arthur (1906-1964), were bachelors living in the family home at the corner of Sixth and Peyton streets.

In 1937, Arthur acquired his brother’s interest in the property. In March 1938, he obtained a building permit for a new “bungalow,” designed from a plan featured in Better Homes & Gardens magazine (Gen Rep, March 25, 1938). The house was completed in September 1938 and subsequently advertised for sale in the Geneva Republican newspaper (Geneva Republican, September 23, 1938).

In July 1958, a garage addition was noted in the General Report. At some point, the house underwent sandblasting, which left the historic wood siding pitted and weakened, leading to cupping, splitting, and splintering.

In 2015, a significant addition was made to the rear of the house, clad with Hardieplank siding, featuring a “textured cedar” finish. The corner trim was replaced with a textured composite material.

In 2020, the current owners discovered extensive infestations of termites and carpenter ants. They took measures to eradicate the pests and prevent further damage to the home’s exterior and structural components. However, significant sections of the historic wood siding were damaged, prompting a request to replace the siding in October 2021. This request was granted, allowing the use of cementitious siding, provided that the smooth side was exposed and historic window casings were retained.
