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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Olof "Olie" Pearson House is notable for its connection to Olof Pearson, who worked at a glucose factory from 1896 to 1897. He was married to Chistena (or Christine) Pearson, and together they had eight children. Olof passed away in 1906, followed by Chistena in 1927. 

The house was constructed before 1912, which is the first time the lot is visible on Sanborn Fire Insurance maps. It is a two-story T shaped building, with a one story section centered on the rear. A porch exists on the south facade of that rear section and as a front stoop. In 1923, neither porch is visible, and by 1930, an enclosed front porch is drawn.

In 1933, Oscar and Arthur Pearson still lived at the house. The Pearson family lived at the address until at least 1938. It was rented out in whole in 1941, and Franklin L Algozin was registered at the address in the same year. It's possible that he or his family was renting, maybe from Pearson descendants.

As of 2018, the house serves as the Jamie Dwyer Residence.
