BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

According to Sanborn Fire Insurance maps, this property was
constructed between 1923 and 1930. The 1930 map shows it as a
one story, rectangular house, with a bay window centered on the
South side. A front porch is depicted across the entire front facade.
In 1945, the footprint was the same. Today, the porch only exists at
the front door, and does not span the full front facade.

In 1957, the Geneva Republican reported that the house had been
remodeled. The primary resident at this time Howard R Gunderson,
who resided there from at least 1956 to 1974. No other property
history is available at this time.
