BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The John Grip House has a rich history, beginning with its first
owner, a Swedish immigrant who arrived in June 1881. He worked
as the day foreman at Charles Pope Glucose Company and passed
away in 1902, leaving behind a wife and six children.

Around 1900, the house became the residence of Charles Linder. It
later belonged to Mr. and Mrs. Oscar Swanson; she died in 1902 at
the age of 20. Oscar remarried and continued to live in the house
until approximately 1920-21.

From around 1923 until 1997, the property was owned by Virgil
“Jimmy” Lencioni, who made alterations to the house in 1949. The
Lencioini family was the first Italian family to settle in Geneva,
indicating that the house has value as part of patterns of migration in
the city.
