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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The property at 221 North Sixth Street was constructed in its current configuration between 1912 and 1923, likely closer to 1923. It features a full-length, open porch on the west façade and is believed to have been built by a contractor who later remodeled the neighboring 217 North Sixth Street, as evidenced by similar architectural details. A survey conducted in 1998-99 identified the building as a contributing structure, although it was dated to 1908. The architectural style is classified as pre-1930 Colonial Revival.

The house has a notable history involving a fire in which the owner’s great-grandmother suffered critical burns and later passed away at a hospital on Third Street. At the time of the incident, the owner’s grandmother was pregnant with her father, who was born in August 1924. This timeline suggests that the addition of a second story may have been part of the repairs following the fire.

Originally, 221 North Sixth Street was a carriage barn belonging to David Martin, built around 1870 or earlier. In 1915, George Wilson relocated the barn from the southwest corner of Ford and Third Streets to its current site at the corner of Ford and Sixth Streets, making way for the construction of the Fourth Street School. Sanborn maps confirm that no house existed on the property in 1912, but it appeared by 1923. It is possible that the remodeling of the building, after its move, was undertaken by the owner’s great-uncle, Lou.
