BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

Wm H. Pease (1826-1897) was a veteran of the 8th Kansas Cavalry,
Company K. He tragically died after being struck by a train. Pease
served as a surveyor in Kansas City for over 20 years and held
positions as a justice of the peace and assessor. A Civil War veteran,
he suffered the loss of one arm during his service.

In 1868, Pease built a house for his second wife, Lucy Cook (who
passed away in 1912), and their family of seven daughters. The
house eventually passed to their daughter, Lucy A. Pease, a
schoolteacher. Lucy A. lived there until around 1921-1922, then
returned from 1928 to 1940, during which time the house was divided
into a duplex. She died in 1942 in Geneva.
