	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Jerome Norton Kendall House was built in 1866 for J. N. Kendall, a hardware merchant. Kendall passed away in 1898, followed by his wife, Harriet, in 1900. In 1923, the house was moved by the Eichman family to make way for the Fargo Theater building. The Eichman family remained at the address until at least 1941.

It was later recognized with a plaque in 1971 by the Geneva History Museum.
