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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The structure at 28 South Sixth Street was originally constructed around 1890 as a single-family residence and is currently being used as an office. The original Queen Anne style home has remained largely unaltered.

On June 24, 1899, the Geneva Republican reported that "Samuel Fritts, who arrived in Geneva in 1853, is building a new house at the corner of Sixth and James Streets. Fred Smith has the contract for installing water, electricity, and a furnace". Samuel married Elizabeth in Kane County in 1855. He passed away in 1906, while Elizabeth moved to live with their son in Oklahoma in 1911 and died in 1918. Both are buried at West Side Cemetery. 

After the Fritts family, the house became the home of William and Louise Raftree. A fire occurred at the property in 1928, as noted on April 27 of that year. William Raftree died in 1939, followed by Louise in 1943. Their daughter, Mary Louise Raftree Newberry, sold the property to Louis J. and Arlyne Lencioni in 1943. The Lencioni family were the first Italian family to move to Geneva, and were involved in patterns of migration in Geneva.

William Oddy received a reroofing permit in 1969.
