BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The Kessler House, as noted on the 1891 Sanborn map, was
originally located at the corner of James and Second Streets, where
the former Geneva library now stands. Historical records indicate that
the house can be seen in photographs from its original location at
James and Second Streets, as documented on the 1891 survey
map.

In 1907, the house was moved to its current location on Sixth Street
to make way for the new library. W D Turner loaned the money for
the Kessler house and lot to be purchased and J C Strader
purchased the house and moved it from the lot.

J. J. Kessler, the house's namesake, was a druggist with a shop
situated on State Street between River and Third. J C Strader was

also a druggist.

In 1941, the family of Lawrence A Swanson lived at the address. In
