BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The Nicholas Klein House was built between 1890 and 1892 (refer to
the Geneva History Museum timeline for 521 Campbell). Nicholas
"Nick" Klein was originally a cooper before relocating to southern
lllinois.

Initially, the property included both the Klein House and the Kendall
House, but they were separated in 1909. The Klein House was sold
to William J. Brown, a Civil War veteran and prominent attorney in
Geneva. Brown later moved the Kendall House, built in 1857, and
subsequently sold the Klein House to Dema Smith, the widow of
jeweler W. R. Smith.

In 1946, alterations were made to the basement, as noted in the
general report dated April 9, 1946. The front porch was reconstructed
to create a deeper design prior to 2006. A plaque commemorating
the house was installed by the Geneva History Museum in 2006.
