BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

Thomas Adamson purchased the John Strader home on West Sixth
Street, as reported on October 25, 1911. He likely passed away soon
after, as the 1912 directory lists the house as occupied by Mrs.
Agnes Adamson, identified as a widow.

Born in Ireland in 1842, Thomas immigrated to the United States in
1863 and settled in the Geneva area in 1880. He moved to the
property from a farm after purchasing it. He died in February 1912,
leaving behind his wife and eight of their nine children, after a bout
with pneumonia.

Mrs Agnes Adamson remained at the property until her death in
1937. In 1929, she erected a garage on the property. One of her
daughters, Miss Agnes Adamson, became a librarian after finishing
school, and eventually married Walter Masterson in 1938. After their
marriage, the family lived at the property with other members of the
Adamson family. Members of the Adamson family remained at the
