BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The structure located at 210 South Sixth Street was constructed
between 1924 and 1925 as a public grade school. The original
school building was dedicated in February 1925. In 1939, a
gymnasium was added to the west side of the building as part of the
Works Projects Administration (WPA), which was known as the
Works Progress Administration prior to that year. The architect for
both the original school and the gymnasium addition was Frank
Brownfield Gray, who served as an architect in the Fox Valley region
for over 30 years. It was a three story Classical Revival school with a
poured concrete foundation and brick walls.

The Sixth Street School was demolished in 2015 to create space for
a new Geneva Public Library. This project triggered the 2016-2017
survey update related to much of this surveys information. The new
library opened in 2020. It is a Postmodern design with references to
Geneva history, including such items as the Viking Ship.
