BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

In 1873, Jacob and Eliza Scott deeded their property to George
Scott, a mason known for his significant stonework on local homes.
In 1884, George Scott sold the property to Octavia B. Fields. He
passed away in 1898.

Mrs. Octavia B. Fields, a widow from Chicago, obtained a mortgage
on the property in 1888. In 1893, Octavia sold the property to G. E.
(George Edward) Fields of Chicago, who subsequently sold it to
Amandus Skoglund. Skoglund moved into the property in 1894, as
noted in the general report dated March 17, 1894. Tragically,
Amandus Skoglund committed suicide in the house on February 11,
1919.

In 1930, the house was put up for sale by owner, with G G Rowe
listed as the contact for the sale. James A McKeown is listed at the
address in 1942. The family of Andrew G Weeks resided at the
property from at least 1956 to 1958. Stanley Hoat replaced Weeks
