	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: In 1928, David M. Flynn purchased the house located at the southeast corner of State and Fourth Streets from Oscar Nelson. The property comprises the north 60 feet of Lots 9 and 10 in Block 83.

The house was originally built around 1883 by John August “Gust” Beckman, who immigrated from Sweden to Geneva with his parents in 1869. At the time the house was constructed, Gust Beckman was a carpenter, but he later worked at the U.S. Wind Engine and Pump Company in Batavia. The Beckman family sold the house in 1926 to two men from Chicago.

David Michael Flynn had a notable career, beginning as a cashier in the Geneva railroad freight office before becoming the station manager in Batavia. He then worked for Dodson’s Faultless Stove Works. Flynn was an influential community member, serving as City Clerk, alderman, and postmaster. He also worked as a cashier at the State Bank of Geneva and managed an insurance business.

At the time of his death in 1932 from a heart attack, Flynn held several positions, including Vice President of the State Bank of Geneva, Secretary of the Geneva Building and Loan, Secretary of the Chamber of Commerce, and a member of the Zoning Board. He also chaired the Community Welfare and Relief Chest.

Minutes from November 1928 City Council Meeting indicate that a permit was granted to move the house.
