The original owner is not known at this time. The Prouty family lived
at the address in 1932. Mrs Emma Anderson is listed in local phone
books as the primary resident from 1956 to 1962. The Anderson
family had lived there as early as 1946. By 1966, the primary
resident had shifted to Mabel E Anderson. In 1970, the primary
resident was John | Anderson, and he remained until at least 1974.
No other property history is known.
