Miss Mary Dodson purchased the home being built by Neil Anderson
at the address and was expected to move in around March 21, 1924,
according to articles found in the Geneva Republican. The home was
completed and settled in by May 16, 1924, as reported in the same
publication.

At some point that property was demolished. Per additional articles
from the Geneva Republican, the current house was built in 1967 by
the Anderson sisters, Mabel and Edith, who were both
schoolteachers at the time. They remained until at least 1974.
