Selma Esping purchased the lot in April 1940, and a building permit
was issued that same month for improvements, with Oscar Wilson as
the contractor at a cost of $4,500, as reported in the Geneva
Republican on May 17, 1940. In April 1947, an additional project was
completed under her ownership, again with Oscar Wilson as
contractor, at a cost of $150. Selma Esping passed away in 1965 or
1966.
