Very little is currently known about this property. It was constructed in
1888 in the Queen Anne style. The roof was originally hipped, with a
cross gable. Current homeowners estimate that an attached garage
with living space above was added sometime between 1974 and
1977, lending the property its current massing. The attached garage
was converted to living space in 2004.

One known resident is Jeannette M. Snyder, who is listed in
telephone directories as a nurse. She is known to have lived in the
house from at least 1956 to 1974. When the National Register
District was established in 1979, Roy Harsch and Leslie Vieau were
listed as property owners.
