BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

Per the Geneva Republican, a building permit for this property was
identified in a September 1957. A historic name of the property is the
Allen Fairbank House. The property is not visible on Sanborn maps.
On historic aerials where it is visible, the footprint looks fairly
consistent.

Residents include the original owner, Allen Fairbanks, who is listed in
the local phone book in 1958. In 1962, the primary resident was
listed as Allan G Williams, who remained until at least 1967. In 1970,
the property was vacant. Charles B Van Gorder was listed as the
primary resident from 1973 to at 1994.

No other historic information is known on this site at this time.
