BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

Early history of this property is largely unknown. A Mrs Burdick was
known to live at the address in 1934. W C Burdick, a clerk, is
registered at the house in 1937. By 1938, he was a judge, still living
at the address. They moved to the Oscar Wilson house on Franklin
Street in 1941.

Walter E Larson is listed at the address from at least 1956-1958. In
1962, the house is listed as vacant. Richard P Shepard is listed in
1966, and Mrs Cora Kammerer is listed in 1970. Her family remained
until 1994, when the deed was transferred to Tri-City Land
Management.

A proposal in 2002 sought a major change to the roofline of the
home. However, a compromise was reached that preserved the
historic east elevation. The revision involved removing a low-pitched
roof that extended to the west at the rear of the house, without
altering the front-facing, historically significant structure.
