BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The building was originally constructed before 1848 by David Bunker
and housed various retail businesses over the years, including
Payne's General Store until around 1875. It then served as the Post
Office until 1908.

In 1915, the front portion of the building was relocated to its current
site. At the same time, the rear portion of the old Frank Payne
building was moved to the corner of James and River Streets, where
it was incorporated into the Ole Kostall home. From at least
1929-1941, a the Smith Sheet Metal Shop functioned from the site.
By 1965, a wig shop and salon called The Hair-Em was active. They
remained through about 1982, when From Shabby to Chic, a pet
boutique, opened at the site.

The building was renovated in 1996 by Fred and Annette Schramm
of Batavia.
