	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The structure at 30 W. State Street was completed in 1907 as a two-part commercial building, with commercial use on the first floor and residential space on the second. Built for Gust Schutz by Wheeler Construction Co., the building cost $4,600 to construct. The second floor was designed as an apartment, while Schutz had a three-year lease for business space in the Wrate Building (101 W. State) and operated there throughout the duration of the lease. The building was recognized in the Geneva Republican on October 2, 1907, as the "New Schutz Block" at the corner of First and State Streets.

Over the years, the structure has served various purposes, including a restaurant. Notably, the Geneva Republican on December 24, 1943, reported that Nottolini's Pabst Blue Ribbon Grill was operating at this location.

In September 1947, a permit was issued for $12,000 in improvements and alterations to the building for John and Elizabeth Bachunes, with Pierce & Massart listed as the contractors.

In the mid-1990s, a raised patio structure was added to the building, incorporating precast concrete, steel, and brick piers. This addition, which was designed by ARRIS Architects + Planners of Plainfield, was constructed around 1995 and was approved by the Geneva Historic Preservation Commission.
