	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The building at 107 West State Street in Geneva has a rich history, dating back to its origins as Geneva's first bank. Initially constructed in the 1840s or 1850s as a one-story, wood-frame commercial structure, the building's early history includes housing the first bank in Geneva, Kane County Bank, also known as West, Dearborn, Moore & Co. (later known as West & Moore and West & Son). It also served as the local post office until the Civil War.

In 1891, Sam Lance began remodeling the old bank building for use as a mercantile business. The building underwent significant changes in 1892, when a rear addition was added. Then, in 1895, Lance raised the original frame structure and built a new brick first floor beneath the existing wood-frame building. This renovation marked the building's transition to a more modern, brick construction.

In 1912, Charles Peterson, a jeweler from Dundee, purchased the Lance Building to establish his jewelry store. The store opened in late March of that year. After Peterson's death in 1949, the building continued to be used for business purposes. At the time of his passing, the space was operating as the Powder Box beauty parlor.

In the mid-20th century, the building underwent further remodeling. Around 1955, the storefront was redesigned to align with the neighboring buildings to the west. A recessed, angled storefront replaced the original 1895 design, and the new storefront incorporated Mid-Century Modern elements, including marble facing over the exposed brick sidewalls. The storefront bulkhead was also reconstructed, likely using concrete block, and finished with matching marble.
