	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Geneva Water Works is related to The Old Creamery, built around 1874, was originally established as a cheese-making facility by William Conrad, Benjamin Boyes, and W.D. Turner. It was later sold and rebranded as the Rock Springs Creamery by Henry Warford and John B. Moore. In 1893, the creamery was purchased by the Lancaster Caramel Company of Chicago, with Milton S. Hershey, of Lancaster, PA, serving as president. Hershey sold the operations to C.H. Kleinbeck in 1895, and the facility became the Kleinbeck Caramel Company, which processed over a ton of caramel per day. The modern day address of The Old Creamery is 15 S River Lane.

In 1920, the building was sold to the City of Geneva. The property was later sold to Shodeen in 2008.
