	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: By October 1915, earlier buildings on the site had been moved, clearing the way for the construction of the Payne Block, which was completed for Frank Payne in March 1916.

Frank Payne purchased the property in 1915, as reported in the Geneva Republican on May 5, 1915. He planned to build a new store, with Wilson Bros. serving as the contractors. On September 1, 1915, the Geneva Republican announced that Payne would be moving forward with plans for the new building. By October 16, 1915, the old buildings had been relocated to 5 James Street, and Wilson Bros. were set to begin active construction the following Monday.

Excavation work for the new building started on November 3, 1915, but construction was delayed when a load of stone was lost in transit, as reported on January 8, 1916. Despite this setback, the Payne Block was completed in March 1916 and became the new home for Frank Payne’s business, where he sold a variety of food until 1947. 

By 1951, Roberts Appliance Store was listed at the address. They remained until 1958, at one point becoming Roberts Laundry, and then shifting ownership to become Tote-N-Wash. It remained Tote-N-Wash until 1963, when it became Payne's Hardware, returning to the Payne Block's namesake. The hardware store existed until at least 1966, with Hans Bakery being advertised in 1968.
