	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The building at 213 W. State was originally known as the Martin Block. The original structure was built in 1887 but was rebuilt in 1893 following a fire in January 1892. In 1924, the building underwent further renovations by the Wilson Brothers.

Alterations were made to the storefront at 215 W. State in 1946, with a remodeling project overseen by Luther Peterson. A permit for this work was issued in March 1946.

On May 7, 1978, the Kaiser building, located at 215 W. State, was destroyed by fire. The property remained vacant for ten months, as reported in Geneva Republican on March 15, 1979. During the demolition process in April 1979, a partial wall collapse from the Kaiser building affected the adjacent Central Market (east). Following the fire, the Kaiser store did not reopen. Instead, the Golden Thimble Fabric Shop moved into the former Kaiser space, and Jan's Shoes relocated to the former Golden Needle location. The remodel and reconstruction were designed by architect John Marshall of STC, with Driessen Construction handling the building work.

The 1978-09-28 issue of the Geneva Republican includes an image of the burned-out store, and the 1979-05-03 includes a drawing of the replacement building.
