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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: A building has existed at this site as early as 1869, where it is visible on the Bird's Eye map of Geneva as a narrow hipped-roof building, with two attached buildings on the rear, the same height but each with gables facing front to Third Street. On the State Street facade an enclosed single story porch or entryway is also visible.

The complex plan of this building is also visible in historic Sanborn Fire Insurance maps, beginning in 1885. At this point, the general structure appears to reflect the Bird's Eye, with additional detail depicting stairs on the west side of the hipped-roof section and to the north of both gable-roofed sections. Additionally, a series of irregular additions were added to the rear of the northernmost section. A general store takes up the two southern buildings, with a warehouse behind.

By 1891, the additions on the northernmost section were more regulated, and a new addition on the rear of the southern gabled section acted as a dwelling. The general store's use continued and the warehouse became a store. The form continued in 1897 with the removal of the stairs between the different sections. The use was labeled "Groceries, Dry Goods, & Shoes", with no dwelling use. In 1905 the store sold groceries with meat in the rear. By 1912, the rest of the block was filled in, creating adjoining walls, and the store sold groceries and meat with the rear vacant. By 1923, the additions were removed, with a store in the front and a cleaning and tailor shop in the rear.

The Wilson Brothers' remodeling project for George W. Johnson’s new drug store and soda fountain in 1924 involved significant structural changes. These included moving the east wall of the building to align with the public sidewalk, redesigning the street facades, and fully renovating the interior. The remodeling began on May 1, 1924, and was nearing completion by November 1, 1924.

A notable aspect of the renovation was the contract awarded to G. Karlzen & Co., a local monument dealer, to provide the granite for the building's facades. This granite, Minnesota Pearl Pink, was chosen for the State and Third street fronts of the building. These would be the first granite fronts of their kind in the Fox River Valley towns, adding an attractive and durable touch to the structure. The project was reported on June 20, 1924, highlighting its unique and substantial design.

In 1930, the map aligns with the 1924 renovation, including the removal of the western stair. It is pictured as a drug store with an additional store in the rear. This use and general form continue through 1945. Filbert's Drug Store moved from the address to 301 W State Street in 1973. The building continues to be commercial today.

This property contributes to the historic district as an early commercial building and as an example of the decorative architectural evolution of the area, exemplified by the granite street fronts.
