	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The Unity Building was constructed in 1924 by Oscar Nelson. The April 11, 1924 edition of the Geneva Republican described the simultaneous approval by City Council for 6 new stores west of proposed, new State Bank of Geneva building, which were to become this property. The excavation was done by Fred Hillquist with a new Byers Bear Cat crane shovel for both the new State Bank and Nelson buildings. The May 16, 1924 issue of the Geneva Republican described Bedford stone (base/sills) placed and brickwork underway by Charles Caustin and men of St. Charles. By October 31, 1924, the stores were closer to occupancy and were expected to be available early in the new year. Fred Hillquist located his office on second floor by 1928. (City Directory)

The original owner was Oscar Nelson, Director of the First National Bank of Geneva (1919); Inaugural Director of Community Hospital Board (1919); fourth President of the State Bank of Geneva (1925-1930); Treasurer of Illinois (1923-1925); and Illinois Auditor of Public Accounts (1926-1933). Nelson also served as City Clerk (5 terms) and Mayor (1917-1920) in Geneva. He was born in Sweden in 1874, arrived in US 1880 and Geneva in 1882.

306-318 W. State Street was also designed and built simultaneously with the Unity Building, 302 W. State Street. (Compare to 322-324 W. State Street) 

The property was designed by Chicago architects Mundie & Jensen, who were preeminent bank designers.  William Bryce Mundie (1863-1939) was born in Canada and, in 1884, moved to Chicago, where he was immediately hired into the office of William LeBaron Jenney, a leading architect and pioneer of the steel-framed skyscraper. Mundie was became a full partner in 1891. In 1884, at the age of 14, Elmer C. Jensen (1870-1955) worked as an office boy for William LeBaron Jenney and worked his way up to partner. The firm evolved as: Jenney & Mundie, 1891 to 1904; Jenney, Mundie & Jensen, 1905 to late 1906; Mundie & Jensen 1907 to 1935; and Mundie, Jensen, Bourke & Havens 1936 to 1939. The firm designed numerous office and bank buildings in Chicago and throughout Illinois.

One of the first retail tenants was The Gray Shop which had started at 5-9 N. Third Street but moved by November 1925 to this location) The site continues to be a multi-tenant commercial and restaurant space today. It is contributing due to its long commercial history and its relation to Oscar Nelson.
