As for the similarity between the two houses (the one on Logan Street and the one on Lot 2, Block 40), if they were identical or very similar, it would be likely that the same contractors were involved in both projects. W. E. Cummings may have been responsible for laying the cement for both houses, as mentioned in the 1914 records, and T. W. Gibbs was probably the contractor for both sites, given his involvement in the construction of other Marstiller properties during that time.

While the properties may not be the same, if there are similarities in their design and construction, it could be due to Marstiller's preference for a particular style or due to the fact that he used the same team of contractors for multiple projects.

In the early 1930s, The Brown Shutter Tea Room operated at the address, with an illustrated ad published in the Geneva Republican on May 27, 1932.

Bill Grossklag's insurance and real estate business operated at the site from 1970 until at least 2001. The property continues to be commercial today. It is an example of the transition of a property from residential to commercial as the commercial district expanded.
