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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The first mention of this property in the Geneva Republican said, "Emil Lundeen, previously associated with his brother Frank Lundeen in the Lundeen Bros. firm, has acquired a prime lot on West State Street, between Fourth and Fifth Streets, from Dr. F. M. Marstiller. This property will be developed into a modern brick garage, with an estimated construction cost of $18,000. The plans include a 55 x 125-foot brick building, which will be set back from the street, with filling station pumps installed in front." 

Lundeen, who was instrumental in building the new East Side garage in 1927 (later sold to motor coach interests), had already begun receiving bids for the project and was expected to award the construction contract shortly. Work began in September 1928, and the garage was scheduled to open in January 1929. 

It was constructed by Albert Kraft, a general contractor from Batavia, with concrete provided by Anderson & Benson of Batavia and masonry by C. H. Caustin of St. Charles. By late November 1928, the building was nearing completion, with concrete drive approaches being poured. The garage officially opened in January 1929. 

In March 1936, Omer Beal purchased the Lundeen Garage on West State Street. Beal had previously operated a garage at the original Lundeen location at Bennett and State streets on the east side of the Fox River, which had been owned by the Chicago, Aurora & Elgin Railroad. He sold Oldsmobiles and Chevrolets at that location. Upon acquiring the West State garage and the adjacent Stimple House, Beal moved the Stimple House to 322 Logan Avenue in April 1936. He also improved the garage, including adding a large rear door and filling in the mechanic's pits. Beal planned to potentially add a showroom at the front or adjacent to the garage for auto sales.

In 1968 (or possibly 1972, according to some sources), Riley Drugstore relocated to the garage property. It operated there until its closure in 2021.
