	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The John and Margaret Reed House was initially built by John Reed, a local shoemaker, using limestone quarried nearby. Between 1900 and 1918, during the ownership of Jerome B. Ellis, the property was covered with stucco plaster and used for rental income. In 1918, Jacob Kautz purchased the house and re-coated the exterior with stucco. Kautz also added a gabled, west-facing frame addition at the rear of the house. 

Upon Kautz's death, the property was sold in August 1957 to Edith Gibbs and Mary L. (Lucile/Lucy) Clancy. Edith Gibbs, who lived in Geneva from 1954 to 1966, was married to William Gibbs, the operator of Gibbs Shoe Store, who passed away in 1990. Mary Clancy died in 1989. She was the wife of the prominent trial lawyer Gates W. Clancy, who passed away in 2001.

The new owners remodeled the house as a dress shop, removing the stucco exterior, replacing the enclosed porch with a cement stoop, and installing a large bay display window. Elsie-Lila Women's Wear, owned by Lila Carlson, moved from 15 N. Second Street to 422 W. State and planned to open on October 4, 1957. Remodeling continued after the move, as reported in the October 3, 1957, issue of the Geneva Republican.
