	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: In September 1905, Wilson Bros. were awarded the contract for the construction of Annette Berquist's home.

On March 6, 1925, the Geneva Republican reported that a fire had significantly damaged the home.

By 1931, Theodore Olson lived at the property, and it was listed for rent in 1938. By 1940, Peter William Paul was registered for the draft at the address. Local attorney Gates W Clancy lived at the address in the late 1960s to the 1990s.

The property continues to be residential today. It contributes to the district as an example of the Queen Anne style.
