In 1897, the house had the same footprint, with the addition of a
narrow extension in the rear of the East side.

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	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: The current building on this site was constructed in 2003. Prior to the current building, the site has been used for several purposes.

The house had a small front porch and a rear porch along the East side of the addition. Additionally, the rear of the lot had a complex of two stables connected by an enclosed 1 1/2 story building. 
In 1897, the house had the same footprint, with the addition of a narrow extension in the rear of the East side. The stable complex shifted to one differently-proportioned stable with two attached outbuildings.
In 1905, the house was the same footprint, and the stables and outbuildings were gone.
In 1912, the lot combined with the lot on the West side, where a stable and outbuilding existed in the rear.
In 1923, a small addition was added to the rear, and the stable was replaced or adapted to a garage.
In 1930, the garage had an addition and there was an additional outbuilding in the rear.
In 1945, the lot was subdivided again, this time on the West-East axis, and the section on State Street was vacant.
Local phone books list the address as Rumsey & Trybull Shell Service filling station in 1956. By 1962, the name had changed to Munday's Service Center gas station. By 1966, it was Runge's Shell Service. By 1970, it was Parillo's Shell Service, which existed until at least 1974.
Permits indicate that the gas station was demolished in 2003. Historic aerials show a vacant lot in 2005. Additional construction permits exist from 2005-2006. The current property is visible in historic aerials from 2007.
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
