BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The building that once housed Jewel Food Store was demolished to
make way for developing a new commercial space. Jewel Food
Store closed its doors on January 31, 1980. Between 1981 and
1984, the site was transformed into Ace Plaza, a commercial center
serving the Geneva area today.

Before it was a commercial block, the 1930 and 1945 Sanborn maps
illustrate the block as a series of residential lots. The site was still
mostly residential, with some mixed use, through at least 1966. By
1970, many of the residences had become vacant, indicating a
change in use and possibilities for development. By 1973, Jewel Tea
Co, the precursor to Jewel Food Store, existed on the lot.
