	BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION: This lot doesn't appear in Sanborn Fire Insurance maps until 1923, but the building possibly existed before then. The 1999 survey dates the building to 1890. In 1923, the building was a 1 1/2 story house with an irregular shape. It had a front and rear porch which cut into the mass of the house on opposite halves of the facades, and an additional cut out on the rear half of the East facade. The footprint is consistent in the 1930 and 1945 maps. At some point after 1945, the fire stair and a garage abutting the rear of the home was added. In 2003, a remodel permit was created which mentioned the fire stair, but it is unknown if it existed previously.
The original property owners aren't known. Sometime between 1945 and 1956, the property use became mixed use instead of just residential. In 1956, local phone books list Mrs. Ingeborg Smitley and Tinka's Toy Shop as the main tenants. By 1958, Smitley had been replaced by Harry A London, but Tinka's Toy Shop remained. By 1962, London was replaced by Robert M Maller, and the toy shop still existed. Both remained until at least 1970. In the 1974 phonebook, the tenant was Statice Seekers, who sold dried-antiqued flower arrangements. No other history of the property is known.
