BRIEF HISTORICAL DESCRIPTION:

The Martha C. Higgins Home dates back to at least 1923 according
to historic Sanborn Fire Insurance maps. Martha C Higgins was the
president of the local Temperance Union and was active in W.C.T.U.
circles. She lived at the address until she passed in 1944 at the age
of 91.

By 1937, Lydia and George Hubbs also lived at the address. George
Hubbs was an advertising executive and lecturer. He lived at the
address in 1956 when he passed. Lydia Hubbs remained at the
address until 1958 when she passed. Their relation to Martha C
Higgins is unknown.

In March 1959, Milton Agar Botterill (1922-2005) established Agar
Studio, an interior design business, where he remodeled the space.
During this time, Botterill also operated the Countrywear Men's Shop,
managing both businesses simultaneously.
